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Many precious truths are taught in the Bible, this is not a statement of all that is 

important for us to believe, but of all that is essential to believe for Christian fellowship 

and unity (Romans 15:5-7).  We share this statement in love with the hope of bringing 

the knowledge of salvation in Jesus Christ to those we serve. 

  
God 

We believe there is one true living God, eternally existent in three persons: Father, Son, 
and Holy Spirit.  (Matt. 28:19, II Cor. 13:14) 
 
Jesus Christ 

We believe Jesus Christ was born of virgin and is God come in the flesh being fully God 
and fully man, yet without sin.  (John 1:1, 14; Matthew 1:18; Hebrews 4:15) 
 
Man 

We believe mankind is unique among all creation because we are created in the image 
of God; our very being is God-breathed.  (Genesis 1:27; Genesis 2:7) 
 
Nature of Sin 

We believe mankind is by nature sinful and in violation of God’s righteousness and His 
holy character; therefore, all mankind is inherently in need of salvation.  (Romans 3:23-
26; Romans 5: 12-13) 
 
Sacrifice of Christ 

We believe Jesus Christ’s substitutionary death on the cross provides atonement for the 
sins of mankind, He rose bodily from the grave and is living, and He has ascended to sit 
at the right hand of the Father.  (Romans 5:8-9) 
 
Salvation 

We believe salvation is offered as a free gift to all mankind.  Each one must respond in 
personal faith, not trusting in personal works, but receive the grace of God through 
Jesus Christ alone. (John 3:16; Acts 4:12; Romans 10:8-9; Ephesians 2:8) 
 
Holy Spirit 

We believe in the continuing ministry of the Holy Spirit, our Helper, by whose indwelling 

the believer is enabled to live a godly life.  (John 14: 16-17; Romans 8:1-17) 

  

Holy Bible 

We believe the Bible to be the complete, inspired, infallible, and authoritative Word of 
God.  (II Tim. 3:16, II Peter 1:20-21) 
 
Second Advent of Christ 
We believe Christ will literally return to earth in the Second Advent.  (Acts 1:11, Heb. 
9:28, Matthew 25:31-32)
